




 Routeing
Eco2 remains committed to minimising 
the nuisance that can result from 
construction lorries.  

Residents may recall that we are obliged 
to ensure that HGVs do not enter Sleaford 
town centre and that HGVs only access 
the A17 using the new slip road (even if 
they are ultimately heading east).  

These instructions are being built into all 
construction arrangements; signs will be 
installed to ensure compliance and Eco2 
will be publicising a telephone hotline in 
the summer that residents can use to 
report possible infringements.

 Planting
We will be planting over 10 hectares of 
native trees, shrubs and grassland in five 
carefully chosen locations surrounding 
the plant in the coming planting season 
(up to March 31st 2012).  

Nearly 3,000 trees will be planted, 
providing valuable habitat and areas of 
ecological diversity.  When these ares 
have reached full maturity, the visibility
of the plant will be greatly reduced for 
local residents.
